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Hamal’s Testimony

On a recent trip to the Iraq, we met with Hamal 
(not his real name) who shared about how he came 
to accept Christ. His wife is also “becoming” a 
Christian. Following are some important points 
that helped him embrace Christianity.

• He read the Bible and compared it 
carefully with the Koran.

• He discovered that the Imam was not 
even speaking the truth about the Koran.

• The Koran cannot be translated into other 
languages. It is not considered the true Koran if 
it is translated. This caused him to question the 
validity of the Koran.

• The Bible was translated into his 
language and was still the Bible even though it is 
translated.

• The Koran says that Jesus is the Spirit of 
God. Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth, and the 
life.”

• Saddam killed hundreds of thousands of 
Kurds. He are hungry for peace and love which he 
found in Jesus.

• Jesus told Peter, “Put away your sword. 
The Kingdom of God cometh not by violence.”

• In the Koran, Allah’s people must protect 
him. This is not true of the God of the Bible. He 
does not need us to protect Him.

• When he compared verses in the Koran, 
he found many contradictions. For example, 
when a woman is caught in adultery, one passage 
says that she should be locked into a room for a 
period of time. Another passage says the woman 
should be beaten. There is yet another verse 
that indicates that the woman should be killed. 
I also find inconsistencies when comparing 
the life of Mohammed and the Koran. When 
he compare verses within the Bible, he find no 
contradictions.
